The Department of English organized a Special Lecture on Critical Theory through online 

mode on 27th May, 2024. The programme College moderated by Dr. Shyamolima Saikia, 

Assistant Professor of the department of English was inaugurated by Dr. Sabyasachi 

Mahanta, Principal of Gargaon college. In his address, Dr. Mahanta expressed hope that 

programmes such as the special lecture organized by the department of English shall further 

the objectives of the PG curriculum in the area of educating students in the scholarly methods 

of inquiry and critical analysis. He added that the lecture shall enhance and increase the 

interest of students towards the otherwise difficult arena of Critical Theory and help them 

apply these theories to interpret, understand and appreciate literary texts. Dr. Mridul 

Bordoloi, Professor and Head of the Dept. of English, Dibrugarh University was invited as 

the Resource Person of the Special Lecture. Dr. Bordoloi gave a lucid and detailed 

presentation, in which he discussed some of the significant critical texts such as Eve 

Kosofsky Sedgwick’s Epistemology of the Closet, Soja’s Postmodern Geographies and De 

Landa’s Assemblages against Totalities. The lecture was followed by an interaction session 

in which students posed several questions to the resource person, who in turn, clarified their 

doubts. Around 27 student participants attended the programme. Additionally, other 

participants including teachers, guest faculty etc. also attended the lecture. Students and 

faculty of nearby colleges, too, participated in the programme. Faculty members of the Dept. 

of English, Gargaon College namely, Dr. Anjan Konwar and Dr. Jitu Saikia rendered their 

valuable support in organizing the programme. The Special Lecture ended with the vote of 

thanks delivered by Dr. Shyamolima Saikia, Assistant Professor of the department of 

English, Gargaon College.
