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About The Program

The Department of English, Gargaon college in collaboration with IQAC,
Gargaon College successfully organized a National Webinar on the topic 'Trends
in Contemporary Indian Women's Writing in English' on 5th July, 2021. The
webinar was inaugurated by the Principal of Gargaon College, Dr. Sabyasachi
Mahanta. In his inaugural speech, Dr.Mahanta spoke about the emergence of a
number of women writers and their contribution to the enrichment of the rich
gamut of Indian English Literature.
